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My fellow brothers and sisters in Christ Jesus,

Scars on our hands – perhaps from some knife that slipped or some
disease that crippled. There is usually a story behind such scars. Jesus’ hands
have scars too. Behind those scars on his nail-pierced hands is the greatest
story the world has ever heard.

David foretold it, and the gospels record it, using simple words. But there
was nothing simple about it. Splintery wood and sharp nails, torn flesh and
screaming nerve endings, constant pain and slow death – such were the awful
things involved in a crucifixion. Far worse were the tortures of hell! All the
pains of hell that were the just wages for the whole world’s sins crushed down
on Jesus pierced on that cross. Only the devils and the damned in hell can
begin to understand. We can only guess at what this involved for Jesus.

However, there is no guessing whatsoever as to who pierced his hands
and his feet. You see, Calvary’s scene won’t mean much until the “THEY” in
David’s prophecy becomes “WE!”  Better still, it needs to be “I have pierced
his hands and his feet!” I with my many
sins did it! Nor dare I stop with the thoughts
of my guilt. The gloom of that guilt is
dispelled by the glorious truth that Jesus has
paid for all my sins with his suffering and
death. Clearly and plainly the Bible tells you
and me: “By his wounds we are healed.”
(Isaiah 53:5)

So come to our Mid-week Lenten services and look again at those nail-
pierced hands! They have a story to tell. They speak of full payment for the
world’s sins. They speak – no, they shout – to me and to you about our
salvation! Yes,

Through HIS sufferings, death, and merit WE eternal life inherit.
Thousand, Thousand thanks shall be, Dearest Jesus unto thee!

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Our High Calling
By President Mark Schroeder

The full-time mom and homemaker
hummed to herself as she rinsed the supper
dishes.  Above the sink hung a little plaque with
the words “Divine services conducted here three
times daily.”

By posting those words, she reminded
herself that everything she did, no matter how
ordinary or mundane, was a loving and faith-
filled opportunity to carry out the role that God
had given her in life.

By posting those words, she showed that
she knew the meaning of something called the
Christian vacation.

Sometimes we tend to
view certain kinds of work
and activity as inherently
more godly and spiritual than
others.  There are those who
would say without hesitation
that a pastor preaching a
sermon is serving God at a
high level than someone who
is operating a punch press in a
factory.  We may conclude
that volunteering to serve on a
committee at church is
certainly more of an
expression o four faith than
serving as a volunteer coach
in the community youth
soccer program.  Teaching
Sunday school is obviously
serving God, but teaching our
children to drive or changing
dirty diapers are often viewed
as nothing more than routine
parental responsibilities.

The woman at the sink got it right.  She
understood and lived the concept of Christian
vocation.  She saw everything she did as a way
for her to worship her Lord and express her faith
and love for her Savior.

In a beautiful essay presented at our synod’s
convention last summer, Pastor Jonathan
Schroeder said it so well:

God feeds your children, but he wars a
mask when he does it – the mask of Christian
father.  God protects the helpless, but he wears a
mask when he does it – the mask of Christian
police officer.  God comforts and heals the sick,
but he wars a mask when he does it – the mask
of Christian nurses and doctors.  Here is the high
dignity in whatever sphere or role God as
assigned the Christian.

The Christian autoworker heads to the plant
each day knowing that even the repetitive nature
of his job cannot take away the dignity of being
God’s mask to provide for his family.  The
Christian homemaker covered in baby food
knows that lack of recognition for her work
cannot take away the dignity of God wearing her
as a mask today to care for these young ones.
From janitor to general manger, from engineer
to day laborer.  God has given every Christian a
calling to serve the needs of neighbor and
family, with the high dignity of fulfilling God’s
purpose as his mask…

The gospel calls us to
be the sons of God.  That is
the call.  But the gospel also
invites us to be the sons of
God wherever we are and
wherever God places us.
That is our calling (2009
Proceedings, p. 132)

With this
understanding of our
Christian vocation, every
part of our lives and every
activity become an
expression of faith and a
concrete demonstration of
faithfulness.  With this
understanding of Christian
vocation, we will head out
the door in the morning, no
matter what the task or
destination, knowing that
we “do it all for the glory of
God” (1 Corinthians 10:31)
and that we “do it all in the

name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God
the Father through him” (Colossians 3:17).
With this understanding of Christian vocations,
we will – for all the right reasons – commit
ourselves to be the kinds of fathers and mothers,
students and workers, citizens and leaders that
God has called us to be.
