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Dear Fellow Worshippers,
Have you ever thought about what a remarkable thing a worship service is? Is there

any other gathering where a millionaire and a pauper, an 85 year old and a baby, lawyer
and blue collar worker, homemaker and career woman, teen and businessman, all sit side
by side, each expecting to be fed the same message? Some are hurting – suffering grief,
loss of job, cancer, wayward children. What blessings await them all when they take their
seat in the pew!

Maybe we can develop a greater appreciation for worship if we marvel more at the
power that brings about such a gathering. As we gather around the WORD, the parts of
our worship are there to help us, God’s people, either to draw nearer to him or to provide
a channel for him to draw nearer to us. For example, the Scripture readings, the
sacraments, the sermon are ways in which Jesus places his grace and blessing on us. The
confession, the offering, the creed and prayers, these elements of the worship service help
us in approaching our Savior. When it comes to hymns, can you tell as you sing them,
which ones bring you a message from the Lord and which ones carry a plea or a word of
gratitude to him? Yes, the hour we spend in God’s house is a blessed and sacred one. We
lay our sins on Jesus and receive the assurance of his forgiveness. We place our burdens
at his feet, trusting his promises to help us. We pray for people and needs we ordinarily
wouldn’t know about. We proclaim the Lord’s death until he returns – in Holy
Communion. These are lofty purposes that bring us the gift of faith, peace, and joy!

Isn’t it sad Satan can provide so many obstacles to such a sacred hour – inadequate
preparation, poor management of time, wrong priorities? How he loves to sidetrack us so
we lose sight of the joy of going to the House of the Lord! If you are worshipping
regularly, praise the Lord for keeping you faithful. If you are worshipping irregularly, ask
the Lord for a better understanding of all he means to you and has done for you – his
forgiveness, his protection, his compassion for you! That will whet your desire to be here
every week. If you are not worshipping with us, Jesus, your Savior, is most alarmed. He
died to pay a spiritual debt that would have condemned you eternally! He daily provides
all you need! When you avoid the Word, the Holy Spirit has no way of strengthening
faith. That spells real danger. So listen to your Savior’s loving appeal! He singles out
each of us sinners and gives this gracious invitation: “Come!”

Our busy fall schedule is before us again. As we resume school and church activities,
let them all revolve around regular worship of our Savior. Our long journey down life’s
highway needs resting points. Jesus provides such wayside rest areas for our souls in our
worship services. So be encouraged – and encourage others –by the psalmist’s words:

“I rejoiced with those who said to me, ‘Let us go to the house of the LORD’”

What can we learn from Moses about
resisting the lure of earthly treasures and
pleasures? What is the difference
between our asking the LORD for
guidance and asking him for a sign?

Sometimes
Christians want to give up on the LORD
and leave the church. What effect, if
any, does such a decision have on
others?

Whose doing is it when a heart is melted
into repentance? As the mighty
Egyptian army bore down on the
Israelites and seemed ready to destroy
them, Moses told his people “Be Still!”
Are there ever times in life when that
advice is also the best advice for us?
What is more needed today in our world
– a good deal more Law or a healthy
dose of the Gospel? Jesus told us to go
and preach the Gospel to the entire
world. Does Christ have a back-up plan
if we fail?

The 47th Lutheran Women’s Missionary
Society (LWMS) Annual Convention was held
in St. Louis, Missouri, June 24-27, 2010.

Following is a report on the many
missionary speakers and their presentations.
They all ask and thank us for our prayers and
support.

Home Missions:
Pastor Andrew Fix,  Sudanese in Des

Moines, Iowa, told us how it started with two
Sudanese attending their church service and then
suddenly 50-60 wanted to join.  There is an
English barrier and also our worship is more
reserved than what is their custom so both sides
must adjust..  Pastor Fix visited in Gambella and
after the trip there his comment is that we need
to thank God every day for where we are born.
The people over there are very poor but need to
be loved for how they believe and worship.

Pastor Wayne Shevey, Apostles Lutheran
Church, Dardenne Prairie, Missouri, told of
God’s amazing ways in reaching people in their
area. He has been there 11 years, now 2 years in
a new building.  He expressed evangelism as
inviting people to just show up for a service and
hear how great Jesus is!

World Missions:
World Missionary John Holz and wife,

Mindy, Malawi AFRICA describe mission work
like a large mango tree spreading out its
branches and taking “root”. He works with the
national pastors at the Lutheran Bible Institute.
There are so many cultural differences that it’s
important to teach love and respect for each
other.

Pastor Michael Duncan, coordinater for our
work in Nepal and Pakistan, had a power point
presentation telling us about how a man from
Madison, WI, was on a bus tour in Nepal and
talked to a homeless Hindu man who felt
emptiness in his life and began reading a New
Testament that was handed to him. He took
many chances to become a Christian. Nepal is
only ½% Christian…Pakistan is 97% Muslim.
In that country a doctor in a surgical hospital
and his 2 daughters are studying Christianity but

they fear constantly of being kidnapped so they
must be in hiding often.  Two of our pastors
have translated much literature for the two
countries.  Pray for the people in these countries
that the Gospel will reach them and that we can
form a confessional church.  Missionary Philip
Strackbein and his wife, Kathryn, spoke to us
about their mission in the Dominican Republic.
There are 5 congregations in the DR that
continue to have the Gospel proclaimed to them.
Pray for the health and safety of our
missionaries and families who are there.  Kathy
was attacked by car thieves and beaten. There
are many unsafe incidents but also joyful
moments as Kathy explained.  They know they
have the guiding hand of Jesus in their lives.

4) Pick ‘n’ Save Receipts Program  – All
receipt totals will be electronically totaled
through the Advantage Savers Plus Cards.
Members of St. Matthew’s must stop at the
service desk at Pick n Save in order to
designate St. Matthew’s Lutheran School as
recipient of the “We Care” program.  The
receipts will be totaled by Pick n Save and
1% of that total will be donated to our
school.

5) Milk Caps  – A program is in place by the
following milk companies – Swiss Valley,
Kemp’s and Kwik Trip.  Please save the
caps from the milk jugs.  We will be able to
get 5 cents per cap donated to our school.

6) SCRIP – St. Matthew’s has been
participating in the Woodman’s SCRIP
Program. The next column provides
information on the program and how it
works.  Thank you for supporting St.
Matthew’s.

What is SCRIP?
SCRIP is the general name given to gift

certificates or cards issued by local and national
businesses. SCRIP can be thought of as
substitute money.

How does SCRIP work?
St. Matthew’s purchases gift certificates

(SCRIP) from Woodman’s at face value.  Then,
Woodmans gives St. Matthew’s a rebate of 5%.
This 5% rebate will be used to support non-
budgeted Church and School items. Woodman’s
Scrip certificates may be purchased in $25, $50,
and $100 increments. $5,000 worth of Scrip
certificates must be purchased at a time. The
rebate we receive instantly is $250.00 each time
we place an order. It’s a great way to get money
for the church and school buying items you were
planning on getting anyway from a store you
already shop at! �

The Woodman’s Scrip certificates may be
used at the check out (just like money) at
Woodman’s for groceries, gas, liquor, or even
photo. Gas must be purchased with the paper
certificates.
How do I order SCRIP?

The certificates will be available on-hand for
you to receive immediately. The schedule for
purchasing and pick up will be on Sundays (after
1st service before 2nd service) and Tuesday and
Thursday mornings from 7:45-8:00 am in the
school lobby. Lori Sage also has Scrip available
when she is in the office during school hours.

Payment must accompany your order and can
be cash or check.  Please make checks payable to
St. Matthew’s.

The SCRIP program at St. Matthew’s is run
entirely by volunteers.  If you would like to help
with this program for our church and school, or

The EXTENDED SCRIP PROGRAM will
be available for order in October for upcoming
Christmas shopping and gifts. This program will
include many other businesses. The rebate
percentage varies from each business. The
certificates and gift cards are good throughout the
USA. Watch for details about this program in
October.
