Reaching out in Love to Muslims

Rock River Circuit Lutheran Women's
Missionary Society Fall Rally was held
Saturday, October fat St. Paul's, Fort
Atkinson. Attendance was 130. “Reaching out
in Love to Muslims” was the topic covered by
our speaker for the day, “Jakob”

He told us about his journey of live from
Iraqg to the United States. He was brought up in
the Kurdish area of Iraq and in school was
taught from the Qur’an and prayed to Allah. At
times he was uneasy with the teachings because
he had heard neighbors speaking about Jesus.
Then when the Kurds had to escape their part of
the country because of terror from Saddam he
prayed to Jesus and a dense cloud covered the
mountain where they wer trying to cross and
escape. Eventually, “Jakob” attained U.S.
protection and came to America. Because he hd
some experience with working for an Italian
cheese company in Irag he was contacted by a
company in Lebanon (Watertown, WI area). He
commented that he had then become an Iraqi
Kurd making cheese curds in Lebanon! After
living in our area for three years he was invited
by a phone call to attend a WELS church and
began studying the Bible. He is now involved
with our WELS pastoral studies, hoping to
become a pastor.

In another session he told us of the Role of
Women in Islam. The women are considered
forgetful and unclean. The Hijab (body and
head covering) which they wear is so that they
do not display their beauty and cause the men to
sin and go to hell. That is the Muslim belief! In
American there is not this social pressure so
they dress like us. Many Muslims are coming to
America to study or work. Their population will
grow fast because they average 8 children per
family compared to our Americans having only
three. They can go anywhere and preach their
religion legally so the Muslim religion is
growing.

How do we communicate with Muslims?

He emphasizes Friendship Evangelism. Create
trust. First ask them about their religion. Later
explain your beliefs and tell them that Jesus is
the Savior from sin and He has become our
substitute. Let them know that the Bible tells us
who Jesus is. Let the Holy Spirit do the work.
Support the work of evangelism with prayer.
